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HISTORY

The Committee on European Affairs and Oversight of the European
Funds (CEAQEF) is one of the 17 standing committees in the Forty-
First National Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria. It was created
during the Ivan Kostov Administration (1997-2001) as a specialized
parliamentary structure (Council on European Affairs) working on
the negotiations for the country’s accession to the European Union
(EU). During the term of the Thirty-Ninth National Assembly with
Prime Minister Simeon Saxe-Coburg-Gotha (2001-2005) it was
established as a Committee on European Integration, whose
functions were related to the formation and implementation of

the Bulgarian pre-accession policies. Its main responsibility in that
period was to assess the compliance of the Bulgarian legislation
with the European Law, which assisted the government with the
incorporation of the considerable acquis communautaire. Following
Bulgaria’s accession to the EU on January 1% 2007, in the course of
the Sergey Stanishev Administration, the Committee was established
as a Committee on European Affairs and it's main focus shifted

to participation in the European decision-making process. With the
assumption of office of the Boyko Borissov Cabinet in 2009, the
Committee on European Affairs extended its functions to cover the
oversight of the European Funds and Programs’ resources in Bulgaria.

Today the Committee on European Affairs and Oversight

of the European Funds is represented by 18 Members of the
Bulgarian Parliament and a team of 5 experts, supported by trainees
from relevant university majors (Bulgarian as well as Foreign
Universities). The Committee’s Chairperson since July 2010 is

Ms. Monika Panayotova from the GERB parliamentary group.
With view to ensuring great transparency, the Committee
sittings are open to media and members of the Council for Public
Consultations. It comprises representatives of the civil society —
non-governmental sector, business organizations, syndicates and
academic circles. The results of the Committee activities (such as
stenograms of its sittings, hearing reports, reports on the draft
legislative acts, news etc.) are being regularly uploaded on the
Committee’s website' in order to quarantee additional publicity.

EUROPEAN AFFAIRS

The Lishon Treaty adoption in December 2009 substantially
enhanced the Bulgarian National Assembly’s role in the European
Union decision-making process. The Bulgarian Parliament gained
the chance to actively participate in the “system of early
warning” as well as to voice its concerns regarding certain
European legislative proposals included in the Annual Work
Programme (AWP) of the Bulgarian National Assembly (NA) on
European Union Issues, when it considers that these proposals do
not comply with the subsidiarity principle®.

In this regard, Chapter 10 of the Rules of Organisation and
Procedure of the National Assembly was changed in order to
adapt the existing procedures so as to allow the subsidiarity checks
to take place within the 8-week period, established by the Treaty.
A new approach has been introduced in the AWP of the NA
on European Issues elaboration through the inclusion of all
stakeholders — European Commission, European Parliament, Trio
Presidency of the Council of the EU, National Assembly, Bulgarian
Government.

1. Participation in the European Agenda
:hrough the AWP of the NA on European
ssues

One of the main tasks of CEAOEF related to the parliamentary
oversight and control on the EU Affairs is the participation in the
preparation and substantial implementation of the AWP of the NA.

*The subsidiarity principle forsees an EU action only in situations where “the
objectives of the proposed action cannot be sufficiently achieved by the Member States,
either at central level or at regional and local level” (Article 5, paragraph 3 of the Treaty
on European Union (TEU). If at least one third of the national parliaments state their
concerns on the draft act’s compliance with the principle of subsidiarity, the European
Commission shall review its proposal and decide whether to maintain, amend or
withdraw the draft act. In this regard, the enhanced role of the national parliaments
substantially increases the democratic legitimacy of the EU decision-making process.

For the first time, the AWP of the NA was the result of broad
discussion on topical national and European issues with

all stakeholders — the European Commission, the European
Parliament, the Trio Presidency of the Council of the EU, the National
Parliament and the Council of Ministers.

In the beginning of February 2011, the Bulgarian EU
Commissioner Kristalina Georgieva, responsible for International
Cooperation, Humanitarian Aid and Crisis Response, presented to the
Bulgarian MPs during a discussion which also included the Bulgarian
MEPs from the different political families, the main priorities of the
European Commission Work Programme 2011. The meeting was
initiated and organized by CEAOEF, in the framework of the AWP of
the NA for 2011 preparation. Commissioner Georgieva answered to
various questions related to her portfolio (innovative by its nature for
the current mandate of the EC), bringing together the instruments
for civil protection and emergency response.

In that way, the AWP of the NA is transformed into a strategic
document, by which the Bulgarian Parliament participates in the
EU decision-making process. That is because it has been elaborated
entirely in accordance with the EC Work Programme 2011,
comprising legislative draft acts - subject to transposition in the
national legislation.

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This approach ensures the necessary strategic focus in the work
of the National Assembly, which will consequently facilitate the
assessment of results, achieved in the area of the European Affairs.

Within the Bulgarian Parliament, CEAOEF coordinates the
subsidiarity checks and plays a key role in the process, by
elaborating a final Report. It contains a Statement on the
compliance of the draft act with the principles of subsidirarity and
proportionality as well as possible comments and recommendations
to be sent to the European Institutions within the framework of
political dialogue.

When CEAOEF finds that the draft EU act is in breach with the
principle of subsidiarity, the Committee’s Report contains a
Reasoned Opinion stating why it considers that the draft in
question does not comply with the principle of subsidiarity.

The President of the National Assembly sends the CEAOEF’'s Report
to the Presidents of the European Institutions. It is also based on the
reports of the other relevant standing parliamentary committees,
according to the specificity of the draft EU act in question.

The work of the National Assembly on the AWP and the performed
subsidiarity checks on the draft EU acts in this regard, is presented
with the scheme on p. 11.

The Bulgarian Parliament, via CEAOEF’s work, actively participates
in the dialogue with the European Institutions. Presently, 12 draft
EU proposals, part of the AWP of the NA for 2011, have been
reviewed, the positions on which (incl. 2 Reasoned Opinions)
have been sent by the President of the National Assembly to

the European Institutions. The AWP draft EU acts as well as the
positions, expressed by the national parliament can be found at the
NA's website.’

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2. CEAOEF's work within the Hungarian
Presidency of the EU

The Republic of Hungary took over the Presidency of the EU Coundil
on January 1% 2011. Its six-month term ends on July 1 when the
Polish mandate officially begins.

CEAOEF's work on EU affairs during the first six months of 2011
was in line with the priorities set by the Hungarian Presidency and
reflected the Bulgarian Parliament’s active participation in them.

The Hungarian Presidency focused on several topical issues, such
as: economic growth and employment for preserving the
European social model; Stronger Europe; Citizen friendly
Union; Enlargement and Neighborhood Policy.

With view to the Agenda of the Hungarian Presidency, CEAOEF
concentrated its work on questions of high importance for the
Bulgarian society in the areas of:

— Overcoming the aftermaths of the global economic and financial
crisis and preparing the Bulgarian response to the proposals
for reform of the European economic governance through the
elaboration of a National Reform Program (NRP) in compliance
with the objectives of the Europe 2020 Strategy;

— Preparing the Bulgarian accession to the Schengen area;
— Strengthening the dialogue with the European Institutions;

— Support for the European integration perspective of the
states applying for EU Membership and the potential
candidates as well, by offering advice based on the Bulgarian
experience in the European integration process.

2.1. The New Economic Governance of the EU
and the European Semester

During the Hungarian Presidency of the European Union CEAOEF
focused on the issues related to the new economic governance
of the European Union. The latter synchronizes the economic and
fiscal policies of the Member States and strengthens the Stability
and Growth Pact. Its main purpose is to provide a collective response
to the challenges and aftermaths engendered by the global
economic crisis, and to prevent or mitigate any possible future
shocks and negative cyclical fluctuations in the EU economy.

In this regard, CEAOEF reviewed the package of six legislative
proposals designed to strengthen the economic governance of the
European Union and the measures of the European Commission
related to its fiscal policy. The Committee also discussed the NRP and
participated in a wide range of inter-parliamentary meetings on the
topic. These activities demonstrate the increasingly active role of
the Bulgarian National Assembly in its task to preserve the national
interests on the topics related to the New Economic Governance in
Europe.

Among the key messages, which the Bulgarian Parliament
via CEAQEF sends to the EU Member States and the European
Institutions in regard to the new economic governance are:

— Strong will to maintain the strategic vision of Bulgaria
towards a strict fiscal discipline, business environment
predictability and investment climate improvement;

— Imput to the NRP debate, focusing on the Bulgarian
priorities in the context of the EU 2020 Strategy;

— Successful implementation of the European Semester via
the envisaged actions in the NRP which are now part of the
common European early budget planning on national level;

Within the framework of the political dialogue and in compliance
with the subsidiarity principle checks mandated by the Lisbon
Treaty, CEAQEF issued its position on the measures and the
related legislative initiatives undertaken by the EU in its efforts
to strengthen the co-ordination of the economic policies of the
Member States.

At a joint sitting held on March 30 2011, CEAOEF and the Budget
and Finance Committee (BFC) reviewed the package of six
legislative proposals of the European Commission designed
to strengthen the Stability and Growth Pact and to enhance
the co-ordination of the economic policies of the EU Member
States, listed as articles 33, 34, 35, 36, 37 and 38 in the AWP

of the NA on European Union Issues. These new measures aim at
providing a collective answer to possible future shocks at EU
level, at synchronizing the national budgetary procedures
and at effectively enforcing the budgetary oversight in the
Eurozone. The latter foresees a range of sanctions applicable to
the Member States which fail to abide by the rules and fulfill their
obligations.

The package of proposals was accepted by both CEAOEF and BFC.
Their Statement expressed also the Bulgarian position on the

Single Market Act in the context of the new economic governance
of the EU. Given the importance which the Bulgarian Parliament
places on the enhanced democratic control on the key aspects of
the European Agenda, CEAOEF held a discussion on the topic
“From European Semester to the Single Market Act - financial
stability and sustainable development of the EU” within the
framework of the Council for Public Consultations. CEAOEF
also conducted a survey among the representatives of the business
sector and the civil society and found that the proposals, listed
in the Single Market Act, are met with significant approval
(77-100 %). The most active participation was from the side of

the members of the respective business organizations. 370 of
them filled in a questionnaire comprising the main points of the
Single Market Act. Only concerning the proposal for a Common
Consolidated Corporate Tax Base (CCCTB), the business
representatives expressed the opinion that the national
sovereignity on the tax policy shouldn’t be revised and
Bulgaria should preserve its competitive advantages (low
taxes and good investment climate).

In regard to its stand on the fiscal policy of the EU, CEAOEF finds

it necessary to approach the issue with caution, so that the
potential changes do not affect the business environment'’s
predictability, stability and competitiveness negatively. This
is the position that CEAOEF adopted when reviewing the European
Commission’s proposals in the area of the tax policy and which
underlies the Reasoned Opinions on:

— Proposal for a Council Directive on a Common
Consolidated Corporate Tax Base (CCCTB), Art. 28 of the AWP
of the NA: Regarding the CCCTB Directive, CEAOEF expressed its
first Reasoned Opinion, finding the Proposal for a Directive in
breach with both subsidiarity and proportionality principles. Despite
the expressed support for the ECinitiative to simplify the common
tax rules for the business, CEAOEF expressed its concerns that the
introduction of a CCCTB, not capable to reflect the production
structure specifics of each Member State, would deprive the EU

edges, would jeopardize the Single Market integration and
create additional administrative and financial burden for
the Member States. The Proposal for a Directive was reviewed
also by BFC, which expressed their reservations on the envisaged
actions.

— Proposal for a Council Directive restructuring the
Community framework for the taxation of energy products
and electricity (Art. 7 of the AWP of the NA for 2010): In

its second Reasoned Opinion, CEAOEF found the Directive
Proposal in breach with the subsidiarity principle and expressed

its concerns that the changes foreseen would have a
negative effect on the Bulgarian economy, jeopardizing
the business competitiveness, creating prerequisites for
pro-inflationary pressure through the consumer prices and
increasing the re-distributive role of the State. Regarding the
proportionality principle, CEAOEF recommends that an additional
impact assessment be conducted on the newly created
administrative and financial burden.

- Participation in the National Reform Program (2011-
2015) elaboration

CEAOEF took part in the debate on the first version of the National
Reform Program (NRP) of the Republic of Bulgaria elaboration.
The Committee’s contribution focused on the Bulgarian priorities in
the context of the “Europe 2020” Strateqgy. As early as September
2010 CEAQEF organized a broad discussion on the topic “Europe
2020 - A Strategy for Sustainable, Smart and Inclusive
Growth” among representatives of the government (Simeon
Djankov, Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance and
Boryana Pencheva, Deputy Minister of Finance), the business sector
and the civil society within the framework of the third session of the
Council for Public Consultations.

As a result of the discussion, the NRP singles out five specific
priorities designed to stimulate the economic development

CEAOEF and the BFC jointly discussed the second version of the NRP
on March 30 2011. The Members of the Bulgarian Parliament found
the NRP in compliance with the new economic governance of the
EU as well as with the ten measures included in the Annual Growth
Survey.

- Debate on the new economic governance of the EU within
COSAC

CEAOEF took part in the 45" reqular meeting of the Conference

of Community and European Affairs Committees of the National
Parliaments of the EU Member States (COSAC), held between 29-
31 May, 2011 in Budapest, Hungary. In compliance with the main
priority of the Hungarian Presidency of the EU, COSAC’s meeting
was devoted to the new economic governance of the EU: the path
to recovery in the context of the new economic governance, the
“Europe 2020” Strategy and the new “European Semester” initiative
with an emphasis on the Single Market, the legislative package for
strengthening the EU economic governance and the “Euro +" Pact.
These topics are covered and analyzed in the COSAC's 15" Bi-Annual
Report. The Bulgarian position, issued by CEAQEF, is included in the
document and is available in the Annex to the Report (p. 19-24).6

- Dialogue and co-operation with the European
Commission on the new economic governance of the EU

Within the framework of the enhanced debate in the Bulgarian
Parliament on the topics of the new economic governance and
co-ordination of economic policies of the Member States, CEAOEF
placed considerable importance on familiarizing itself with the
European Commission’s point of view prior to the formulation

of the Bulgarian Parliament’s position on the issue. Within the

CEAOQEF organized thematic meetings with Algirdas Semeta, EU
Commissioner on Taxation, Customs, Anti-Fraud and Audit, and
Michel Barnier, EU Commissioner for Internal Market and Services.
The main areas where Bulgaria was expected to focus its efforts
were determined to be the good financial governance and the fight
against corruption and frauds, the efficient functioning of the Single
Market and the removal of the restrictions for Bulgarian workers on
the European labor market.

In regard to the discussion on the Single Market Act, CEAOEF

sent to Commissioner Barnier, in the framework of the political
dialogue with the EC, its statement and the results from the survey,
performed among the CPC members - the topic of the CPC session
was “From European Semester to the Single Market Act — financial
stability and sustainable development of the EU’.

2.2. Bulgaria's Accession to Schengen

The Hungarian Presidency included the enlargement of the
Schengen area to Bulgaria and Romania as a main priority within
the framework of the Citizen friendly Union topic area. The
Bulgarian Accession is perceived as a main national priority and
subject of consensus by all political parties in the country.

CAEQEF exercises control over the absorption of the Schengen Facility
Funds in order to guarantee efficiency and transparency all the

way to the successful finalization of the process. It is made possible
through regular hearings of Government representatives — the
Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Interior - Tsvetan Tsvetanov,
the Deputy Minister of Interior — Dimitar Georgiev, the Deputy
Minister of Finance — Boryana Pencheva, etc.

Under the auspices of CEAOEF and the Foreign Policy and Defense
Committee (FPDC), at the beginning of January 2011 the National
Assembly voted on the elaboration of a Parliamentary Foreign-
Political Activities Program in Support of the Bulgarian
Accession to Schengen. The project was unanimously accepted
by the representatives of all political parties within the
Bulgarian Parliament at a joint sitting of CEAOEF and FPDC, held
in February 2011. The objectives of the program were successfully
accomplished within the determined deadline’.

In the course of the implementation stage of the Program,

CEAOEF held meetings with — Carlos Coehlo, Rapporteur on
Schengen for Bulgaria and Romania to the European Parliament,
Cecilia Malmstrom, EU Commissioner for Home Affairs, Gunter
Krichbaum, Chairman of the Committee on European Affairs in the
German Bundestag, etc.

In the spirit of traditionally warm neighborly relations between
Bulgaria and Romania on February 16, 2011, a Joint sitting has
been held in the towns of Rousse and Giurgiu. A Common Political
Declaration was discussed and unanimously accepted, which
expresses the complete readiness and political will of the two
neighbor countries to join simultaneously the Schengen Area. The
document puts accent upon the Sofia and Bucuresti common aim:
the decision for accession to Schengen needs to be made within the
Hungarian Presidency of the EU.

Within the term of the Hungarian Presidency, Bulgaria met all the
technical criteria necessary for membership in Schengen
and received entirely positive reports on its readiness. The final
one of them was approved with a great majority in the European
Parliament on April 11™, 2011. For the substantial support of
Brussels, an important role played the visit of CEAOEF and FPDC

In Mr. Coehlo’s Report
itis stated that Bulgaria is technically prepared for Schengen
Membership. Furthermore, in certain areas such as the security and
control of the sea border, in many ways Bulgaria is better prepared
and a good practice example, compared to countries which are
already Schengen Area Members.

In continuation of this collaboration, on June 6" 2011 the European
Parliament voted with vast majority in favor of a Resolution which
calls the Council of the EU to admit Bulgaria and Romania in the
Schengen Area by the end of 2011.

Among the most important messages sent by the Bulgarian
Parliament through CEAOEF to the EU Member States and the
European Institutions are the following:

— Schengen is not a privilege but a responsibility and Bulgaria
works hard to build a strong and stable European external border
which would guarantee the security of all European citizens;

— We greatly value objectivity and the constructive approach. In
this sense, the rules should be the same for everyone and no double
standards should be allowed;

— Schengen is essentially an area of mutual trust;

— Europe is stronger when we are together. The collective response
to external challenges is more effective;

— Every euro invested in the financial instrument Schengen
is subjected to double democratic control on the part of the
parliament and the civil society;

— In the framework of the political dialogue Bulgaria counts on the
messages that the national parliaments send to their governments.

The CEAQEF exerts double democratic control over the process of
European funds management in the country by means of:

— (arrying out Regular Hearings of Executive Power representatives
in charge of the different European Programs and Financing
Instruments management;

COUNCIL FOR PUBLIC CONSULTATIONS (CPC)

CEAQEF established the Council for Public Consultations as

an internal structure in March 2010. Its membership includes

more than 60 organizations: employers, syndicates, non-
governmental and scientific organizations, etc. The Council creates
the conditions for the realization of a constructive dialogue between
representatives of the civil society and the executive and legislative
branches and simultaneously supports CEAOEF's work and activities.
At the moment CPCis preside by Kamen Kolev, Vice-President of the
Bulgarian Industrial Association.

In compliance with its efforts to inform the civil society on a
wide range of issues related to the Bulgarian membership in the
European Union, CPCheld a number of meetings, dedicated to
topical issues of the European Agenda, such as “Europe 2020” -
Strategy for Intelligent, Sustainable and Inclusive Growth, the
European Semester, the Single Market Act.

In March 2011 CPCheld its fifth session on the topic “From
European Semester to the Single Market Act - financial
stability and sustainable development of the EU".

During the session, CEAOEF and the Economic Policy, Energy

and Tourism Committee explained the nature of the European
Semester as the beginning of the European Union’s new economic
governance and outlined the Bulgarian position on the topic as
well as the measures included in the “Financial Stability Pact”. The
representatives of the business sector voiced their opinion on some
key issues related to the economic environment in Europe and
discussed some of the topics introduced in the 50 proposals of the
Single Market Act of the European Union.

All participants in the discussion agreed on the need of greater

civil engagement in the form of concrete reform proposals which
could be achieved in the context of better cooperation between the
existing institutions and the structures of the business sector and
the civil society.

The next CPCsession will be held in July 2011 on the topic “The
Future of the Cohesion Policy — are we ready for the

The expected discussion will continue
the debate, existing on both European and national level, on the
issues related to the planning of the next programming period and
the formulation of the new Cohesion policy dimensions.

CEAOEF actively develops its international contacts through its
participation in diverse forms of interparliamentary cooperation at
both bilateral and multilateral level. Among those initiatives, the
following should be emphasized:

« Co-operation with the European Parliament through:
— participation in joint parliamentary meetings;
— meetings with MEPs, including Bulgarian MEPs;

— active interaction with the Representative of the Bulgarian
National Assembly in the European Parliament.

- Co-operation with the national parliaments of the EU
Member States — participation in COSAC;

« Co-operation with third parties, candidate Member
States and Potential Candidates for EU Membership.

In the framework of the Hungarian Presidency, CEAOEF realized the
following more important forms of interparliamentary cooperation:

Meeting with the Bulgarian MEPs

CEAQEF began a series of reqular meetings with the Bulgarian
Members of the European Parliament in the format National
Assembly — European Parliament — Executive Authority to be held
at the beginning of each new Presidency of the European Union.
The regular of Interior are intended to respond to the need of
enhanced communication and direct contact between the national
and the European Parliaments within the context of their amplified
responsibilities after the Lisbon Treaty.

The first such meeting with Andrey Kovatchev, Antoniya Parvanova,
Ivailo Kalfin, lliana lotova, Kristian Vigenin and Stanimir lichev

took place on January 21 2011. The Bulgarian Members of the
European Parliament highlighted their responsibilities and outlined
some priority areas in which co-operation between the National
Parliament and the executive power is to be sought. All participants
in the meeting agreed that the contact between the national and
the European parliaments is to be enhanced so as to enable the
attainment of specific goals reflecting Bulgaria’s interests.

The end of the meeting was marked by the inauguration of

the European Information Centre which was created on the
initiative of Ms. Monika Panayotova to serve as a dominion of the
European spirit and way of doing politics.

Participation in COSAC

CEAOQEF took part in the most important interparliamentary forum
on European issues — COSAC (Conference of the European Affairs
Committees of the national parliaments of the EU Member States).
COSAC s invaluable instrument for the exchange of experience and
opinions on topical issues of the EU Agenda among the national
parliaments of the Member States. During the term of the Hungarian
Presidency, COSAC meetings placed emphasis on the topics of the
new EU economic governance and in particular, on the European
Semester. The CEAOEF's delegation to COSAC expressed its position
on the issues related to the coordination of the economic policies
of the EU Member States. In the framework of the forum CEAOEF
thanked the Hungarian Presidency for its support for the Bulgarian
accession to the Schengen Area and assured the representatives
of other parliaments that our country fully acknowledges its
commitments and is ready to assume the responsibilities connected
to the Schengen Membership.

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Working Visit to the Croatian Parliament

CEAOQEF considers the European future of the Western Balkan
countries as a common goal and a shared responsibility crucial

for the preservation of peace and stability in the region. It is the
Committee’s strong conviction that the enhanced regional co-
operation, the development of friendly neighbor relations and the
application of European practices in the solution of bilateral matters
is essential for the progress, security and prosperity of the region.

In unison with the Hungarian Presidency’s work on the
“Enlargement and Neighbourhood Policy” topic area CEAOEF has
repeatedly expressed its support for Croatia’s accession to

the European Union. At the invitation to the Chairperson of
CEAQEF — Ms. Monika Panayotova, sent by Mr. Neven Mimica, Vice-
President of the Croatian National Assembly and Chairman of the
Committee for European Integration, a delegation of the Bulgarian
Parliament (including Members of CEAOEF and FPDC) visited the
Croatian Parliament in Zagreb in April 2011. The delegation shared
the Bulgarian experience in the process of European integration
with their Croatian counterparts and voiced its belief that Croatia
contributes to the region’s geopolitical, cultural and material
added value. The Bulgarian delegation affirmed its strong support
for the successful finalization of the negotiations for the Croatian
membership in the European Union and announced that Bulgaria
expects to be among the first countries to ratify the Croatian
Accession Treaty.
