The Chairmen of the Committee on European Affairs, Committee on National Security and Defence and Committee on Foreign Affairs of the Seimas of the Republic of Lithuania, 

having considered the draft Conclusions, by the Marshals of the Sejm and Senate of the Republic of Poland, of the Conference of Speakers of the European Union Parliaments to be held in Warsaw on 20–21 April 2012, regarding parliamentary scrutiny of the Common Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP) and the Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP), which stipulate that in order to ensure full representation of views and competences, each EU Parliament takes an autonomous decision on the composition of its delegation to the Inter-Parliamentary Conference for the Common Foreign and Security Policy and the Common Security and Defence Policy, and taking into account organisational and practical considerations as well as the efficiency of the proceedings, recommend that the number of members of each EU Parliament’s delegation should not exceed 16 Members of the Parliament;
taking into account the joint decision of 10 September 2010 of the Committee on European Affairs, Committee on National Security and Defence and Committee on Foreign Affairs of the Seimas of the Republic of Lithuania on the parliamentary scrutiny of the Common Foreign and Security Policy and the Common Security and Defence Policy,
Propose:
1. Seeking that the Conclusions of the Conference of Speakers of the European Union Parliaments establish equal representation of national parliaments and the European Parliament at the Inter-Parliamentary Conference for the Common Foreign and Security Policy and the Common Security and Defence Policy by determining the smallest possible, reasonable, and equal number of members for all delegations;
2. Should questions concerning possible inclusion of observers in the delegations arise, suggesting a transition period to be established in the Conclusions of the Conference of Speakers of the European Union Parliaments, with the possibility to include observers in the delegations without exceeding the maximum number of members equal for all delegations and undertaking the revision of the provisions on the composition of delegations to the Inter-Parliamentary Conference for the Common Foreign and Security Policy and the Common Security and Defence Policy at the end of the transition period; 

 3. During deliberation of the draft conclusions on parliamentary scrutiny of the Common Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP) and the Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP) at the Conference of Speakers of the European Union Parliaments, coordination between the Lithuanian position and the position of the Nordic, Baltic, as well as other countries that have expressed similar views on parliamentary scrutiny of the CFSP and the CSDP.
